It incorporates the traditional 

Master of Accounting program designed to provide an opportunity for students with undergraduate training in other fields to gain a professional accounting qualification. The 

professional program follows the same structure as the Master of Accounting program with an additional 20-week Professional component. The MAcc (Prof) offers a firm academic 

grounding in the accounting discipline and offers a hands-on appreciation of the industry. The program is a powerful amalgam of foundational accounting skills, decision-making, 

leadership and financial literacy with the ability to advise business on financial issues

*Please note that the Professional Portfolio or Professional Development subject is a 20-week, 45-credit point subject and is 

taken in the last semester of the program once all other coursework subjects have been completed. The Career Development 

Centre will provide assistance in choosing the relevant professional subject prior to your last semester.
